Litter Picking 
  

The Parish Council have decided to go litter picking next year. After numerous 
complaints about litter the Parish Council set a date of Saturday, February 7th  
2009 as the day for clearing the hedgerow litter through the village of 
Bishopstone. It is hoped, by the Parish Council, that it will be a community 
event and that many volunteers will help to use the litter picking kit that the 
Parish Council obtained specially for the task. 
 

The Future for Parish Councils 
 
On Saturday, 11th October 2008 I sat in Herefordshire Council’s “Brockington” 
offices and listened to Mr John Findlay the Chief Executive of NALC (National 
Association of Local Councils) speak on the future of Parish Councils. 
 
He told his audience that in England 200 new parish councils had been created 
in the last 10 years and that more were to follow, that the largest parish council 
is Weston-super-Mare with a population over 80,000 and that there are 8500 
parish councils with expenditure between them of more than £400m and that 
there are over 80,000 parish councillors. 
 
He reminded the meeting of the political framework already in place like the 
Rural White Paper in 2000 that asked Parish Councils to gain Quality Status. 
The Local Government Act 2007 which gave new powers to Parish Councils one 
of which allows them to make their own bye-laws and enforce them. He said that 
this year Government Cabinet Minister Hazel Blears announced a “new era of 
parish power, a real purpose in modern society, addressing issues that make a 
real difference to people’s quality of life, important contribution in 
reinvigorating local democracy, very effective at connecting with local people”. 
 
We were told that all political parties agreed that Parish Councils were an 
established and valued form of local government and that they have an 
increasing role to play in local democracy. That it is intended to build on the 
existing structure so that Parish Councils will be able to deliver better services 
and represent the community’s interests and that there is a political cross-party 



belief that citizens and communities are capable of taking difficult decisions and 
solving their own problems. 
 
Mr Findlay spoke of the modern definition of democracy where political power 
is exercised through elected representatives and explained that parish councillors 
would not be co-opted in the future but would have to be voted for at elections. 
He said that parish councils were responsible for the spending of public money 
and were responsible to their electorate.     
 
Having had time to consider some of the things he did not mention I now 
wonder if this grand gesture by Government of giving power to parish councils 
is all very well but what happens when something goes wrong? Will 
Government take the blame or will they pass the buck? I fear the later. Where 
will the money come from to pay the parish councillors for all their extra 
responsibility? The tax payer – who else?  Am I being cynical when I wonder if 
this is just another way to raise tax and at the same time for Government not to 
be seen as being responsible?

Electoral Role 
 
Do you know that you have to give the details of where you live to the Electoral 
Registration Office every time you move house, bungalow, mansion, caravan or 
even tent within the same village, town or city?  Do you know that you now 
have to do it every year? Yes you do. 
 
Electoral Roll is another name for the “Register of Electors” which everyone is 
required to complete by law. The register was solely used for Electoral purposes 
but that changed due to new legislation in 2002. It is now used for credit checks, 
opening a bank account or getting a mortgage or a bank loan so if you are not on 
the register you will find it hard to get any form of credit. The list is also used to 
combat fraud, money laundering and the prevention and detection of crime. 
Whether you vote or not is up to you but you must provide true and accurate 
information about who is resident at the property and there is a heavy penalty if 
you do not provide the information – currently a fine up to £2000. 
 
The Edited Register of Electors may be sold to companies for their marketing 
purposes like sending mail which you don’t want to receive. To combat this all 
you have to do is put a tick in the box “opt out” of the Edited Register when you 
complete the registration form. To further combat receiving junk mail register 
with The Mailing Preference Service, Freepost 22, London. W1E 7EZ and tell 
them you do not want to receive junk mail. 
 
If you are a British, Irish, Commonwealth or European Union citizen you need 
to be on the electoral register to be able to vote.

The collection of information of who lives where is now an annual event so the 
sooner you get registered then the sooner you will stop a canvasser calling on 
you.

New Bridge Community Centre 
 
As reported in September, the Stage Two Application for funds to convert 
Bridge Sollars Church to a community centre has been completed and is in the 
hands of the Big Lottery officer in Edgbaston. 
The committee has had further discussions with Bridge Sollars Parochial Church 
Council to agree the wording of a license to allow the ‘New Bridge Community 
Centre’ to occupy the building after the conversion has taken place. The 
Diocesan Advisory Committee has visited the site and has written a letter of 
support to the Parochial Church Council who has made an application to the 
Chancellor for a faculty to allow the alterations to take place. 
A planning application was made to Herefordshire Council for the Trenchard 
System for drainage, the trenches for the pipes to provide ground source heat 
and a new all-weather path for disabled access. This was passed unanimously by 
the full council.

Voyage of Discovery 
 
I have lived in Bishopstone for sixteen years and it was only a short walk from 
my home when I discovered a mine. This mine was full of information and 
knowledge and it was called………mobile library. 
 
What did I discover and was it exciting? 
I discovered that anyone can join and it doesn’t cost a penny – it’s free. What 
was exciting, well, for children there was Bounce and Rhyme, holiday activities 
and “Playstation” games and music CD’s and DVD’s. For the older generation 
there were talking books and large print books or simply hardback, paperback, 
fiction, history, politics, wild life, geography, or crime and science fiction books. 
  
I discovered that choice was not limited to the titles on board, “Oh no” you can 
have any item delivered by the mobile library (free of charge) from a selection 
of thousands listed in the library catalogue. Better still all you have to do is ask 
and if Herefordshire Libraries do not hold the special book you desire they will 
get it for you from other libraries in the UK for a small fee. Another surprise is 
that you can return the borrowed item to any of the ten libraries in the County as 
well as any mobile. ”Oh! Did I mention?” that you may borrow as many as ten 
items at one visit, not that I have the time to read ten books within the three 
weeks lending time period but I thought I would tell you. 
 
This mobile service (operated by Herefordshire Libraries) arrives once every 
three weeks to the village of Bishopstone and parks by the side of the BT 
telephone kiosk. It has a ramp entrance for easy access. “What happens if I am 
ill or simply cannot manage to get to the mobile library?” I asked of the very 
friendly staff and their answer was that they operate a Home Delivery Service 
that will deliver and collect from your home and I call that exciting. Just think a 
personal library service to your own front door, or back door if you ask nicely, 
and all free.

Postage Stamp Forgery 
 
It was obvious from the beginning of postage stamps in 1840 that a good printer, 
with the correct paper, could easily reproduce the postage stamps of the day and 
make a handsome profit.  
 
So began the continuous work by the Postal Authorities of trying to defeat the 
forger starting with the Penny Black and the alphabetical letters in the corners 
right up to the sophisticated postage stamps issued now.  
 

Let us look at the English 2nd class stamp of today – it seems 
simple enough with the Queens head on a one colour blue 
background but on closer scrutiny we discover the 
following:- 

1. use of a special paper 
2. a unique blue ink 
3. a special perforation 
4. a special gum 
5. one single phosphor band down the centre of the stamp which you can 

see if you hold the stamp against the light at an angle. 
 
Did you know that perforations were not introduced so that you could easily tear 
away a stamp from the sheet but deliberately produced to defeat the forgers?  
 

Here is the story of one forger who was successful. In 1870 the British Post 
Office took over the administration of the telegraph service which had been 
operated privately until then. The postal rate for a 20 word telegram was one 
shilling. The clerk would acknowledge payment of the fee by sticking a one 
shilling value stamp on the back of the form and then he kept the forms for a 
number of years. After the prescribed time had elapsed bundles of these 
documents were sent to paper mills for recycling. 
 

In 1898 a mill employee broke the regulations and sold some bundles dating 
from 1871 – 1872 to a stamp dealer who removed the stamps and started to sell 
them. When examined closely by stamp collectors they discovered – no 
watermarks in the paper and that the design was not correct. An investigation 
was ordered which revealed that all the specimens had come from one counter at 
the London Stock Exchange. The Post Office had lost £15,000 a huge amount in 
those days. 
 

Postal records were used to identify the clerk. He had left their employ and now 
lived in a small house enjoying his retirement. He was not prosecuted because 



there was no evidence found that he had forged the stamps and the forger 
remains unknown to this day.

Regeneration – is not just about Hereford . 
  
Herefordshire was named as the “Enterprise Capital of the West Midlands ” in 
June this year. On top of this, Herefordshire Council was the runner-up in the 
2008 Enterprise Britain Award presented at Downing Street last month beating 
ten other contenders from across the UK . Herefordshire Council will now 
represent Britain in the European Enterprise competition. Herefordshire Council 
have worked hard to encourage the growth of a broad spread of businesses in the 
County and are delighted that this spirit of enterprise has been recognised. 
  

We are all aware of the Edgar Street Grid development in Hereford which will 
effectively extend the City boundary. This has a private sector spend of some 
£700m with new housing, business growth and new roads and is vital for the 
regeneration of the City of Hereford . However we must not lose sight of the 
County’s important asset – its rural hinterland. Out of a population of 180,000 
only some 60,000 live in Hereford leaving the bulk of the population in our 
market towns and villages. 
  

Food inflation, food miles, our carbon footprint now put the spotlight firmly on 
our agricultural sector and our villages. Some 30% of the economically active 
population of Herefordshire are self-employed and we have over 500 creative 
industry businesses in the County. In short, Herefordshire is, to my mind, one of 
the best places to live and work – the perfect business lifestyle mix. However, 
the viability of our cherished rural communities is vital in the regeneration of the 
County. The sustainability of our villages is crucial. The long term survival of 
our schools, post offices and village shops depends on the correct demographic 
mix of our villages. 
  

Villages must be allowed to “breathe”, i.e. grow naturally, both in terms of 
housing and business. Our villages harbour incredible talent, both retired, semi-
retired and those in full employment. The economic downturn will present many 
challenges in the months ahead. The healthy spread of business across many 
sectors (agriculture is only 10% of the economy) should make it easier for 
Herefordshire to weather the economic storm ahead. 
  

I am sure we all will have to tighten our belts, but I feel confident that we will 
emerge from this downturn in a better position than many other parts of the UK . 
We are fortunate indeed to live in such a beautiful, healthy environment.
